PROGRAM UPDATES 

SFY20 Transition and TRS Baseline 

 

Transition and Timely Receipt of Services (TRS) baseline analyses were originally scheduled to 

begin in April, but were postponed due to the COVID-19 emergency. We are now resuming these 

analyses and have made adjustments to the baseline calendar to allow more time for counties to 

review data and respond to requests. On May 29, DODD sent an email to all counties regarding 

their inclusion in these analyses. Counties included in the Transition or TRS analysis have until 

June 26 to request any deletions or other data fixes. On June 1, DODD sent a data cleaning handout 

to applicable counties. 

 

When reviewing data, please note that the “System Reason – COVID-19 NCR” should only be 

used when there was a system non-compliance reason (NCR) related to the COVID pandemic that 

resulted in late or missing requirements. The applicable family NCR should be documented for 

any delay due to a family reason, even if the family reason is related to the COVID pandemic.

Family Questionnaire 

 

Due to the logistics involved with receiving and handling mail during the COVID-19 pandemic, 

DODD will not be distributing a paper version of the EI Family Questionnaire this year. Instead, 

DODD will provide links to complete the questionnaire online via Survey Monkey. If a family is 

unable to complete an online version of the survey, DODD will work with the relevant service 

coordination agency to provide the survey in another way. 
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A one-page information sheet about the Family Questionnaire, how to complete it, when to expect 

it, and how data are used will continue to be mailed to all applicable families like last year. This 

information sheet will include a link and QR code to complete the questionnaire and will also 

include the child’s ETID. In addition to the questions asked of families in previous years, DODD 

will be adding a question this year related to receiving services during the pandemic. 

 

Because the questionnaire responses will be collected almost exclusively online, we will again 

need assistance from local programs in ensuring the families are informed about the Family 

Questionnaire and how to access the survey links. We plan to utilize a similar timeframe to 

previous years to collect these data, so the questionnaire links will be open from approximately 

early July through early October. We will be in touch with local EI programs in the coming weeks 

with further details. 

 

EI Service Coordination Credential Renewal 

 

The Ohio Child Care Resource and Referral Association (OCCRRA) has indicated that there are 

many EI service coordination credentials due to expire in the next 90 days. We would like to 

remind EI service coordinators and supervisors of renewal requirements as well as provide general 

reminders for application submission. EI service coordination staff credentialed prior to July 2019 

will most likely apply for the 5-year transitional EI service coordination or transitional service 

coordination supervisor credential. 

 

To renew with the 5-year Transition application: 

 

• Sign-in to your registry profile with a desktop or laptop computer, using Chrome or 

Firefox browsers. Other browsers will not display the application. 

• Upload   Professional Development requirements (training certificates) to the 

Professional Development section of your profile for verification 

• Click on the Applications section of your profile, scroll down, and then click Action of 
your currently issued credential you wish to renew into the 5-year Transition 

• Click Renew, then complete by selecting the exact training title which corresponds to 

the requirement, and submit the application 
 

Notes  

 
• If you have a Supervisor 5-year Transition credential, you do not need to renew an 

expiring Service Coordinator credential. The Supervisor 5-year Transition credential 

allows you to provide service coordination services to families. 

• Make sure you have completed Individualized Family Service Plan Overview to meet 

the requirement. The IFSP It’s All About the Process training does not count toward 

the credential requirement. 

• The Renew link which will take you to the Transition application is accessible as soon 
as 90 days before the date of expiration.
